Theair-

linerecently added four

daily nonstop flights to

Dallas-LoveField and increased frequency to Indianapolis, San Diego, St. Louis and Tampa.  Midwest Airlines is the

second largest carrierwith 25daily departures to 12nonstop markets. Theairlinecontinues to grow theirpresence

at KCI, having added ninenew daily departures and eight new nonstop destinations in thepast year. Thesemarkets

includeBoston, Fort Lauderdale, Los Angeles, New YorkLaGuardia, Orlando, Pittsburgh, San Diego and Tampa. In

March Midwest Airlines will add a second daily flight to Orlando and a sixth daily flight to Milwaukee.  

Otherrecent additions includetwo extra daily flights to Orlando by Delta AirLines in December. Coming up in

March, American Airlines will inauguratenonstop serviceto Dallas-LoveField, United Airlines will begin serving San

Antonio nonstop, and Northwest Airlines will add a fifth daily flight to Detroit.  In May AirTran Airways is expected

to add a fourth daily flight to Atlanta. In addition to thesenew serviceannouncements, KCI continues to enjoy non-

stop serviceto nearly every majorhub in thecontinental U.S., which means access to smallercities across North

America is just onestop away.

Each flight at KCI reflects each individual airline's investment in Kansas City and commitment to thecommunity. As

Kansas City continues to grow and thetravelers in theregion support KCI's airlinepartners, theairport can expect

increases in theamount of quality airservicewhileretaining thecurrent competitivefares through 2006 and

beyond.

New Screening Areas To Add Speed And Convenience

Kansas City International Airport is expanding its existing secruity checkpoints, allowing moreflexibilty in thescreening process. Theinteriorglass walls that

separatetheholdrooms from therest of theterminals will bepushed furtherinto thedeparturelounges. Theexpansion gives security screeners more

room to conduct operations, thereby improving passengerflow through thecheckpoints and creating a betteroverall traveling experience.  

Privateareas forsecondary screening will beadded as part of theproject. Theareas previously consisted of only blackcurtains with an alcoveinsidethe

checkpoints. Theentireproject has an estimated cost of $600,000, 75percent of which will befunded by a Federal Aviation Administration grant.

Construction should befinished by May 2006.

Runway Friction TesterUpgraded

Aircraft landing at Kansas City International Airport (KCI) now havemoreaccurateinformation dueto theinstalla-

tion of upgraded runway equipment. TheOperations Division now has an improved Runway Friction Tester(RFT)

to gaugerunway conditions in adverseweather. Theupgrades replacean outdated computersystem and various

equipment. 

TheRFTmeasures braking capacity foraircraft on runways during unfavorableweatherconditions. When it is

snowing forexample, therunways aretested at least oncean hourand morefrequently if necessary. When air-

planes land on therunway, they leavetiremarks, which can lead to a build up of rubberthat decreases a plane’s

stopping power. Therefore, therunways arealso tested every threemonths undernormal conditions to assess

braking power. TheRFTsystem includes a front-wheel driveminivan with a retractablefifth wheel in back. The

wheel lowers from thebottom of thevehicle. Thevehicletravels at 40 mph down therunway wherea plane's

landing gearwould normally land. A clutch is then engaged to rotatethewheel 13percent slowerthan theother

fourwheels and transmits friction data to theon-board computer. If theconditions on therunway arebelow opti-

mal, KCI alerts theairlines.

Rental CarFacility Takes Form

Construction on theConsolidated Rental Carfacility at theKansas City International Airport (KCI) is on target for

completion in early 2007. When finished, thefacility will consolidateall ten rental caragencies in a singlelocation

and greatly reduceshuttlebus trafficin theairport’s threeterminals, enabling travelers to havefasteraccess to

theirrental cars, as well as reducing trafficcongestion and improving airquality at KCI. Progress to dateincludes

much. Thewall panels foreach agency’s facility areerected with all underground gasolinetanks in place. Theon-

siteutilities such as waterand sewermains are95percent complete, whiletheconstruction of theutilities' service

lines to thebuildings is now in progress. Builders arealso working on roofing, flooring and duct workof thefacili-

ties. Themain structure, ortheCustomer

ServiceBuilding, is making strides toward

completion as well. Thefloorslab forthe

east sideof theCustomerServiceBuilding

is completewhilethewest side, where

shuttlebuses will turn around, is nearing

completion. In process is theform and steel

workforthepost tension deckand the

structural steel erection fortheeast sideof

theCustomerServiceBuilding.

Parking Programs Expand 
TheKansas City Aviation Department recently announced that parking rev-

enueat theKansas City International Airport (KCI) increased by 3.3percent

sincelast year. In addition, thetotal enrollment in theKCI Rewards pro-

gram has expanded to 8,787members, and theKCI QuickTag membership

has now reached 1,000 card holders.

KCI Rewards is a frequent parkerprogram in which parkers can earn points

by using KCI’s Garage, CircleorEconomy Parking lots. Thepoints are

redeemablefora largevariety of gifts including freeparking. In the

Economy Parking Lot, theserviceallows forautomated credit card lanes,

complimentary shuttleserviceand closeon-airport parking.  

TheKCI QuickTag program is an express parking payment system available

in theEconomy Parking Lot. It allows users to pay electronically without

keeping trackof parking stubs orfumbling with cash orcredit cards when

leaving theairport. Members enterthelot through theKCI QuickTag lane

and an electronicscanneridentifies thevehicleby a transponderadhered

to theinsideof thewindshield. When members exit thelot through the

designated lane, theappropriateamount is charged to theuser's pre-regis-

tered credit card. This program can also beused in conjunction with the

KCI Rewards service.
