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Southwest Airlines Announces New Service

Southwest Airlines recently announced new service between Kansas
City International Airport (KCI) and Denver International Airport.
Beginning August 4, 2006, Southwest, the largest carrier at KCI, will
initiate nonstop jet service to Denver with four daily flights. KC
currently has six daily flights to Denver on Frontier Airlines and seven
on United Airlines.

"This is good news for our customers, since Denver is one of our
most sought-after destinations for both business and leisure
travelers,” said Kansas City Director of Aviation Mark VanLoh. "For
over 20 years, Southwest has demonstrated a strong commitment to Kansas City. New service to Denver
is just another example."

Southwest Airlines is initiating the Denver service due to the large volume of customer requests
received. Some of the airline’s other recent schedule changes included initiating service to Dallas Love
Field in Texas. This new route has not only stimulated the Dallas market for Southwest, but is also
allowing the carrier to provide new direct and connecting service to Austin, San Antonio and the rest of
Texas. Southwest also
added extra nonstop flights
in February from Kansas
City to Indianapolis, San
Diego and Tampa.

Southwest Airlines began
service at KCI in 1982 with
three daily trips each to
Houston and Oklahoma
City. Now, the airline has 66
daily departures from KCI to
20 cities, and has
approximately 34 percent of the airport’s passenger market share. In addition, June marks the 35th
anniversary of Southwest's very first flight in the U.S.
