New Terminal Issues

4 mile savings each way for vehicles = 60,000,000 miles reduced driving annually-

Entrance from Hwy 152

Considerably smaller terminal, more efficient use of airline gate space

Centralized parking for all customers, no more buses

Green initiatives; solar, wind, de-icing fluid collection, rainwater/grey water use

Reduced ticket lobby size, possible elimination

Bag drop off in parking garage?

Moving walkways, generic gate areas for all airlines

Hubbing operation by airlines, additional flights, international?

Reduced number of TSA personnel, equipment, costs to federal government

Reduced  operating costs to airlines, customers

Costs for new facility = $1-2 billion dollars paid by existing fee structure and federal 

grants from airline trust fund. (no local tax dollars)
