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KCI Airport Serves One Million Travelers in June  

Kansas City International Airport (KCI) recent-

ly recorded thehighest numberof passengers

through its gates sinceAugust 2001. In June, a

total of 1,002,060 travelers arrived and

departed at KCI, a level neverreached in the

wakeof the9/11terrorist attacks. Passenger

boardings aloneaccounted for512,738 of the

month’s record achievement. Therisein

enplanements also gaveJunean increaseof

8.79 percent overthesamemonth in 2005. 

"Achieving onemillion passengers permonth speaks volumes about thedemand forairtravel from

Kansas City," said Directorof Aviation MarkVanLoh. "Competitiveairserviceat KCI has obviously

spurred travelers, as they know a great valuewhen they seeit."

Judging by theJunestatistics, this yearis on trackforfinishing ahead of 2005’s total arrivals and depar-

tures. Forexample, January through Junepassengerboardings total 2,638,277which is an increaseof

8.34 percent overthesamesix-month period last year. Overall, Juneshowed 217departures each day.

As a result, nonstop airservicewas offered to 52cities plus morethan 100 direct markets (onestop,

sameplane). Therewere21,998 domes-

ticseats availablein themarket each

day. In addition, therewere1,142non-

stop international seats availablein the

market on a weekly basis. 

Thegrowth at KCI is expected to contin-

uewith theaddition of a new Fort

Myers, Florida routevia Midwest

Airlines, an additional flight on

Southwest Airlines to Dallas LoveField,

Texas, and new serviceto Cabo San Lucas, Mexico with FrontierAirlines - - all nonstop.

In addition, workers will no

longerhaveto operatethelabor-intensive, pull-behind jet brooms, which will help speed up snow removal. Thenew equipment is much

moremaneuverableand, if needed, can beoperated at a higherrateof speed. Theseadvantages of thenew equipment overtheold snow

removal system will help emergency crews cleartherunways and taxiways in optimal timeto ensurethesafety of thetraveling public.

Downtown Airport Reopens With Top-Notch Runways

TheKansas City Aviation Department has re-opened the7,000-foot Runway 1-19 (themain north-south

runway on theairfield) at Charles B. WheelerDowntown Airport (MKC) oneweekahead of schedule.

Theproject included completely removing and replacing thepavement and electrical systems forrun-

way 1-19.  The5,050-foot Runway 3-21re-opened earlierthis summeraftertheintersection of thetwo

runways was rehabilitated. Workon theproject began in March 2005when pavement and electrical

workstarted on thenorth end of Runway 1-19 and its taxiways. Therunway now features new pave-

ment, as well as electrical improvements on portions of therunway, taxiways and ramps.

Therunway project is part of a $69.6 million improvement program designed to enhancethesafety of

aircraft operations, maintain existing airfield facilities and fuel economicgrowth at thegeneral aviation

airport well into thefuture. Futureprojects call fortherelocation of theairport's fuel farm and con-

structing new aircraft hangars.
