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T-HangarProject Planned ForDowntown Airport

TheKansas City Aviation Department recently announced plans to construct an aircraft hangarcomplex

on theairfield at Charles B. WheelerDowntown Airport (MKC) beginning in 2007. The17-acre, $20 mil-

lion project will include112T-hangars, 13box hangars and 10 tie-down positions, a self-servefueling sta-

tion, an outdooraircraft washing area. Theproject will also includeconstruction of a 40,000 square-foot

terminal building featuring offices, a pilot's lounge, meeting rooms, a weathercenter, a destination

restaurant and otheramenities. Thecomplex will begeared toward local and itinerant general aviation

aircraft activity. In addition, stunning downtown Kansas City skylineviews and aviation activity promisea

uniquedining experienceforpilots and local residents alike. 

Thehangarproject supplements a $69.6 mil-

lion improvement program designed to

enhancethesafety of aircraft operations, main-

tain existing airfield facilities and fuel economic

growth at thegeneral aviation airport well into

thefuture. Earlierthis year, theKansas City

Aviation Department completed therefurbish-

ment of its primary runway, which now fea-

tures new pavement and associated electrical

systems. MKCoffers aviators a 24-hourcontrol

tower, Category I Instrument Landing System, 24-hourfixed baseoperator, full aircraft maintenance,

hangarfacilities, aircargo facilities, aircraft sales, leasing and charters, flight training, and carrentals.

"Charles B. WheelerDowntown Airport is less than fiveminutes from theheart of Downtown Kansas

City, which is undergoing a $7billion development renaissance," said Kansas City Aviation Department

DirectorMarkVanLoh.  "With morebusinesses and high-net worth individuals moving downtown, busi-

ness and leisureaviators will beseeking greateramenities and wearepreparing MKCto takeadvantage

of this emerging demand." 

Dedicated in 1927by Charles Lindbergh, MKCwas Kansas City's first majorcenterforcommercial avia-

tion and served as theheadquarters forTrans World Airlines. In 1972, most commercial airtraffictrans-

ferred to Kansas City International Airport.  Sincethen, MKChas evolved into oneof thebusiest corpo-

rateaviation airports in thecountry. Theairport's proximity to thecity's centermakes it ideal forcorpo-

rateaviation and is easily accessibleforleisurepilots storing aircraft orplanning weekend trips.

International Airport. 

"When weheard of thebuilding coming up forauction, wethought it madea lot of senseto placea bid, as thebuilding's proximity to the
airport and its excellent condition gaveit a lot of potential forleasing to aviation and non-aviation-related companies," said Directorof
Aviation MarkVanLoh. "Werenamed it theAmbassadorBuilding at KCI to play off its location on AmbassadorDriveand location at thefront
doorof KCI."

Built in 2001and located on a 23-acrecampus, the282,000 square-foot AmbassadorBuilding at KCI has approximately 260,000 net rentable
squarefeet of premier, Class A officespace, and offers commanding views of KCI and PlatteCounty. FortheOpen House, theAviation
Department invited theKansas City commercial real estatecommunity, economicdevelopment officials and building employees to sharein
theexciting new venture. MayorKay Barnes, Councilman Bill Skaggs, City ManagerWayneCauthen, and MarkVanLoh cut a ribbon to launch
theevent. Whilethecrowd was treated to somelocal barbecue, Assistant Directorof Aviation - Properties & Commercial Development David
Long shared details and futureplans forthebuilding. Heexplained that thebuilding purchaseis in synch with theAviation Department's
renewed focus beyond thetraditional airlineand aircargo development at KCI Airport toward creativeways of developing the7,000 acres of
land outsidetheairfield. 

"TheAviation Department is not supported by general tax dollars," said VanLoh. "It acts likea privatebusiness by gleaning its revenuefrom
airport userfees and consumerexpenditures. If wecan find non-traditional ways to makemoney wecan, in turn, reducetheairlines' costs of
operating at KCI and lowerairfares forourcitizens.”

KCI Bridge Project Begins Phase Two

Construction has begun on thesecond phaseof a $1.6 million rehabilitation project of vehicularbridge

repairs at Kansas City International Airport. Thefirst phaseincluded workon theParis Street bridgeand

was finished in September. Workis now underway on theBern Street bridgewhich stretches over

Cookingham Drive, theairport's main entrancefreeway. Thebridgeis closed to all traffic, but theramps

remain open foraccess to Cookingham Drive. Construction should becompletein early November. 

Two morephases areplanned forApril 2007through July 2007. Theworkis needed to address deterio-

ration of thebridges duemostly to road salt used during wintry weather, heavy trucktrafficand the

trafficcount exceeding thevolumedesign forthebridges. Afterall fourphases arecompleted, KCI's

bridges will havesmootherdriving surfaces and maintenancetimewill begreatly reduced. 

KCI Airport TrafficUp 9.3Percent in September

Kansas City International Airport (KCI) recorded 842,384 passengers arriving and departing through its

gates in September, an increaseof 9.34 percent from September2005. Thetotal passengerboardings

at KCI during Septemberincreased 8.85percent from thesamemonth in 2005, with a total of 429,514

passengers boarding flights at theairport.  Yearto date, passengerboardings at KCI totaled 4,039,189,

an increaseof 8.03percent from thesameperiod last year.

Thenumberof daily scheduled aircraft departures forSeptemberwas 216. Servicewas offered to 53

nonstop markets and morethan 100 direct markets (onestop, sameplane). Therewere21,940 domes-

ticseats availablein themarket each day. In addition, therewere614 international seats availablein the

market on a weekly basis. 

Midwest Airlines Adds Flights 

Beginning December3, Midwest Airlines will increasethenumberof daily flights at Kansas City

International Airport. Thecarrierwill add an eighth daily round-trip flight on its Kansas City-Milwaukee

routeand a fifth nonstop routeto New YorkLaGuardia. With thenew additions, Midwest will fly 30

nonstop flights from Kansas City each weekday to 12different destinations.

Largerquantities of someitems, including prescription and

non-prescription medicines, areallowed when presented to screening

personnel forinspection.
