
New Era of Devlopment Begins at KCIAirport

TheKansas City Aviation Department and Dallas-based Trammell Crow Company, oneof thenation's
largest developers and investors, havebroken ground on PhaseI of theKCI Intermodal BusinessCentre,
an 800-acremulti-usedevelopment located on thesoutheast cornerof theairfield at Kansas City
International Airport. 

PhaseI of theproject is comprised of building siteinfrastructure, including roads and utilities on a 180-
acreparcel south of theAmerican Airlines overhaul baseand fronting PrairieView Road and Interstate
29 on theeast edgeof airport property. It will featurefourbuildings comprised of approximately 1.8 mil-
lion squarefeet of commercial space, oneof thenation's largest Foreign TradeZones and easy access to
fourInterstatehighways. With theircentralized location, thefacilities area primelocation forairlines,
manufacturers, shippers, freight forwarders, big box distribution companies, aircargo-related services,
intermodal distribution and logistics and light manufacturing companies. Construction on PhaseI infra-
structureis expected to becompleteSummer, 2009.

"Ourgoal with this masterplanned development is to facilitatea diversecross section of companies and
confirm Kansas City International Airport's roleas an economicengineforthestates, counties and cities
which it serves," said Steven Bradford, Managing Director, Trammell Crow Company. 

"TheCity of Kansas City, Missouri is committed to transforming Kansas City International Airport into a
majorcenterformanufacturing, intermodal shipping and commercial development," said MarkVanLoh,
director, Kansas City Aviation Department. 

Plans forPhaseII includean extension of infrastructure(roads and utilities) to a contiguous approxi-
mately 200 acres of land, which features morethan 4,000 linearfeet of frontagealong themain run-
ways of Kansas City International Airport. Long-term plans call formixed usecommercial, retail and
otherdevelopment along Tiffany Springs Road, which will beextended west from Interstate29. 
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Aviation Department Gains New Federal Security Director

International Airport and then was appointed acting federal security directorin 2007. Hewas detailed

to Kansas City in April of this yearas acting federal security directoruntil Septemberwhen theposition

was madepermanent. In addition to heading security at Kansas City International Airport, Della Jacono

will serveas federal security directorforColumbia Regional Airport, Forney Army Airfield, Joplin

Regional Airport and Springfield-Branson National Airport. His previous expertiseincludes a 30-year

careerin theU.S. Army.

Downtown Airport Improvements On Schedule

Pavement overlay workcontinues on Runway 3/21located at theCharles B. WheelerDowntown

Airport. 

SinceSeptember22, portions of Taxiways Golf and Delta havebeen closed to allow workto proceed

on thenorthern portion of therunway. This phaseis expected to befinished by mid-October.

Additionally, similarworkon theintersection of therunways is scheduled to begin in mid-Octoberonce

thecurrent phaseof workis completed. At that time, it will also benecessary to closeRunway 1/19

nightly, Sunday through Thursday of each weekuntil theanticipated completion of this final phaseof

construction in early November. It will benecessary to divert all aircraft operations with theexception

of helicopters to otherairports during thoseovernight times when both runways areclosed. When it

reopens, Runway 3/21will also havebeen narrowed to 100 feet in width from 150 feet to conform to

new design standards fora B-II Runway. It will also haveall new electrical cabling in buried conduit,

new edgelighting and largersigns, LED threshold lighting, pavement temperaturesensors forwinter

operations and new lighted wind cones. 

Officials at theairport areworking closely with thecontrol towerand pilots so that they can anticipate

extended and unfamiliartaxi routes and exercisespecial caution during this phase.



New Light Project Expected To Improve Airfield Navigation

Kansas City International Airport will begin updating its current runway lighting with a moreefficient system starting this fall. This project will

replacethelighting control system, runway entrancewarning lights, and thehigh-speed exit lights. Thered in-pavement step bars will be

replaced with in-pavement yellow guard lights. Thenew yellow guard lights will bemorevisibleand flash 24/7to warn of entrances to all

runways. Theseareto help prevent crews orpilots from unknowingly driving onto runways. Also, thenew lighting system will includenew

and rewired high-speed lights. Thehigh-speed exits featurecurved paving from therunway on which a planecan exit quickly, and thelights

areto direct thepilot to which exit they areto utilize. Installation of thehi-speed lights will requirea new wiring system to control shut-off for

thehi-speed exits. Thecurrent installments requireall lights to beon oroff, however, theupgrades will allow forthem to beturned off indi-

vidually by thecontrol tower. Theproject will also replacethecurrent lighting control system, which is now obsoletewith no morenew parts

orsupport available. Also, a new lighting vault with regulators will beinstalled and constructed. Thenew system will beset-up parallel to the

old system and oncecompleted they will beswitched over.

Construction should begin this fall and should last approximately oneand a half years. TheAviation Department is continually updating its

systems and operations at KCI Airport to provideefficient and safeservice. TheFederal Aviation Administration's Airport Improvement

Program approved grants to assist themuch needed project.

Airport Aims To Prepare Holiday Travelers

This year's holiday travel season will bebusierthan everas consumers scrambleto find affordablefares on a shrinking numberof flights. In

thewakeof thesoft economy and rising fuel costs, most majorcarriers havecut backthenumberof flights they offereach day, resulting in

feweravailableseats during times of peakdemand. Kansas City International is not theonly airport experiencing this decreasein seat capaci-

ty; others such as Oakland, California and Cincinnati, Ohio areseeing similarnumbers. 

TheThanksgiving weekend (this year, November26 - December1) is traditionally themost heavily traveled weekof theyear. Last year, more

than 200,000 travelers passed through Kansas City International Airport during theThanksgiving travel season. However, theairport is antici-

pating that sometravelers may chooseotheroptions this yeardueto rising costs and unavailableflights. 

To combat this, theairport has been encouraging would-betravelers in theregion through an extensiveemail campaign to get a jump on

theirtravel plans by visiting theKCI website, www.flykci.com and using the"Booking Buddy" featureto compareairfares and bookflights.

Additionally, KCI's messagehas been including suggestions that travelers arriveat least 90 minutes priorto theirdeparture. This allows time

forchecking bags, security screening and to generally makethemost of a potentially stressful time. Theairport's Websitenow offers a help-

ful coupon foron-airport parking, KCI's largest sourceof revenue. Features of on-airport parkings lots arebeing touted such as heated shut-

tlebus shelters, freeassistanceforlost cars, dead vehiclebatteries and lock-outs. Links to each airlinearealso availablevia thesiteso that

customers can learn uniquebaggagecheckfees and onboard meal offereings. Finally, travelers arebeing reminded that airlinedeparture

lounges now haveconcessions insidethesesecured areas. All servebeverages and someincludesnacks and small meals to go.

Cargo Manager

Gary Bartek serves on theworldwide400 memberassociation's Board of Directors and is immediatePast Chairman. Theforum is thelargest event

in theaircargo industry, bringing togetherevery two years all segments of theindustry, users, freight forwarders, airlines and airports. For2008, over

250 exhibitors areexpected, and over500 booth positions havebeen sold fortheevent. Theoverall objectiveis to generateawareness of KCI

Airport’s logistics capabilities in an effort to increasecargo flights through Kansas City. Theprimary target audienceis decision making cargo route

planners as well as a combination of all others in attendance, i.e., airlineCEOs, sales and marketing personnel, passenger/freight combo carriers and

freight companies.
