A blend of images and ideas that

includewormholes, spacetravel and

aerodynamics all contributed to the

unusual new art exhibit at Kansas City

International Airport.  Recently, as a

part of theCity of Kansas City,

Missouri's OnePercent forArt Program,

which requires that onepercent of the

cost of construction beset asidefor

publicart, KCI Airport installed a new

sculpturein thenorth roundabout of

theEconomy Parking Lot.  Thepiece's funding cameas a result of theconstruction of theKCI Rental Car

Facility dueto open in May.

Internationally known New Yorkartist, AliceAycock, designed thesculptureshecalls "StrangeAttractor

forKansas City", using a combination of aluminum, steel and soft, neon lighting.  Aycock, oneof the

most prominent artists in theUnited States, created thepiecewith inspiration from a medley of different

ideas.  Thealuminum horn ortunnel represents astrophysics illustrations by Stephen Hawking.  It also

alludes to wind tunnels used to test theaerodynamics of airplanes and

wormholes to suggest timetravel orspacetravel.  Thelit, neon anten-

nas represent energy that is radiating out into and down through the

overall sculpture.

Aycockwas chosen from a pool of 95local and national artists.  The

rigorous 14-month selection process included a judging panel made

up of aviation personnel, local citizens, theproject architect, art profes-

sionals and representatives from theMunicipal Art Commission.  As of

this printing, theartworkhas been erected and is awaiting light installation in thetunnel portion.  

TheKansas City Aviation Department is an EnterpriseFund Department of theCity of Kansas City,

Missouri, and is supported wholly by airport usercharges. No general tax fund revenues areused for

theKCI Rental CarFacility construction, its OnePercent forArt projects orfortheadministration, promo-

tion, operation ormaintenanceof theairports in thesystem.

TheKansas City, Mo., City Council last month approved theleaseproposal of

300 acres of land owned by theKansas City Aviation Department fortheKCI

Motorsports Park, a project of FastTrackGroup, LLC.  

KCI Motorsports Parkwill operatesimilarto golf-oriented country clubs, replac-

ing thegolfing greens and swimming pools with a high-speed racetrack.  This

parkis an addition to thedozen orso racetrackcountry clubs currently in busi-

ness throughout theUnited States.  It promises to bea state-of-the-art venue

with a 3.7-milefull road coursetrackthat divides into two separatetracks and

features challenging elevation changes and complex turns.  Thefacility will also

havea champion standard Kart track, a driving school, a memberclubhouse

and privategarages.  Therewill beopportunities fornon-members to utilizethe

trackas well, through regularpublicspectatorand competition events, facility

rental and driving schools to learn thetechniques of high-performancedriving.

Thecompany plans to offerfivemembership packages to carenthusiasts, beginning as low as $5,000 forKart Memberships all theway up to

$85,000 to bea Founding Member.  Theprices foreach membership level will increasepost construction.  Plans call foran initial investment

of $25million in thesubsidy-freedevelopment with a projected boost to theCity's infrastructureand revenuegeneration at 10 times thecur-

rent level. 

Undoubtedly, as with any parkof this type, safety is a concern, and KCI Motorsports Parkhas taken precautions to help maximizethesafety

of thedrivers and protect theirvehicles.  Precautions includetraining employees to befirst responders, requiring outsidegroups renting the

facility to providean EMTonsiteduring use, level and smooth run-off areas, wideroads, requiring drivers to attend a driversafety training

event and 24-hoursecurity.

Construction of PhaseI of KCI Motorsports Park, which includes

theNorth Track, Kart Track, Clubhouseand all otheroperational

buildings and team units, is anticipated to begin in May and

should becompleted by February 2008.  Theparkis expected to

open to members in March 2008, which will also markthestart of

construction on PhaseII.  This portion includes construction of the

South track, additional team units and paddockgarages.  PhaseII

will becompleted in February 2009.

New Program Cleans Up “No-Fly” List

TheDepartment of Homeland Security (DHS) recently launched the

new TravelerRedress Inquiry Program.  Theprogram will help travelers

who feel that they havebeen wrongly delayed, denied boarding, identi-

fied forinitial screening orhaveotherwiseexperienced difficulties when

seeking entry into theUnited States via transportation hubs such as air-

ports ortrain stations.

In a Transportation Security Administration (TSA) news release,

Homeland Security Secretary Michael Chertoff is quoted as saying, "This

is a win-win situation.  Eliminating false-positives makes thetravel expe-

riencemorepleasant forlegitimatevisitors.”Headded that it also "frees

up ourfront-linepersonnel to apply even greaterscrutiny of thoseindi-

viduals who truly present safety and security risks."  

Thenew program enables travelers to express theirscreening concerns

via TSA’s “ResourceCenter”section on theirsecureWeb site,

www.tsa.gov.  DHSalso recently completed a name-by-namereview of

the“No-Fly” list to ensurethat only individuals currently posing a threat

areincluded.
